Project Guidelines:

Thoroughly research the topic you select. Make sure you use multiple sources, and do not solely rely on Wikipedia. No matter which method you chose to present your topic, everyone needs to have s bibliography. Follow these guidelines to ensure you receive the maximum amount of points for this project:
· Bibliography-You must have at least 5 sources (Wikipedia will not count as a source)
· You must have multiple pictures

· Must be free from spelling and grammatical errors

· Must be submitted on time—since you have a month to complete this project, I will not accept late work

Option 1: Website Guidelines:

When creating your website, certain tabs or pages are mandatory:
· Home page: here is where you will briefly introduce your topic, and possibly have a picture or two of your topic

· Information page: this is where a bulk of the information for your topic will be written—multiple pictures
· Importance to history page: here you will describe how and why your topic is important to history—multiple pictures
· Legacy: this is where you will describe the long lasting effect your topic has had on history, and who is still impacted today—multiple pictures
· Bibliography page: this is where all of your sources will be presented in correct, bibliography format—no pictures!!
· Additional page(s)-if you feel that you would like to add an additional page(s) of information, please feel free to do so

Option 2: PowerPoint or Prezi 
Follow the guidelines below when choosing either a PowerPoint or Prezi. When you enter information on the PowerPoint or Prezi slides, remember to use short or incomplete sentences. You are only giving brief, bullet points of information. The paper that will accompany your presentation is where you will construct complete sentences.
Guidelines: 

PowerPoint/Prezi
· -Must be at least 10-15 slides of information

· -Must have multiple pictures

· -Free from any spelling or grammatical errors

Paper
· -Three to five pages in length (five being the maximum)

· -Must be typed and double spaced

· -Must use 12 point type size

· -Free from any spelling or grammatical errors

· -Must have a bibliography as your last page (A bibliography does not count towards your total number of pages)
