HOMEWORK GRADE

You are responsible for doing your homework each and every night. Homework will be graded using the following guidelines:

· You start off with a homework grade of 100 points, or the same as a test grade.

· Each homework assignment not completed will result in 5 (five) points deducted from 100. For example, if you did not complete 2 (two) assignments, your homework grade will be a 90.

· If 3 (three) assignments are missed, a note will be sent home to your parent alerting them of the situation, which must be signed and returned the following class period.

· Being absent from school or class is not an excuse for missing homework. Please check the class website, or confer with a class buddy to see what assignments you missed. You may hand in any missed homework due to absences the next class period.

· If you are in school, but missed Social Studies class due to a school-sponsored program, you are responsible for handing in any homework due that day prior to you missing class. Make sure to check the class website or talk to your class buddy, to see what you missed.

· Late homework assignments will not be accepted unless you were absent.

· Getting Tests signed counts towards your homework grade. Any tests not returned by the following class period, with a parent or guardian’s signature, will have 5 (five) points deducted each class period it has not been returned—up to 5 (five) days. 

Following these guidelines will ensure the 100 average for your homework grade stays intact.
