By completing this project, you are paying tribute to the generations of African Americans who struggled with adversity to achieve full citizenship in American society. The goal of this project is to honor those African Americans who have made remarkable contributions to American society. Listed below are three project options for you to choose from. Select one and follow the guidelines on how to complete the project. The due date for this project is, THURSDAY FEBRUARY 28th, and it is worth 350 points.

Choice 1: Inventors 

Select an African American inventor, and research his or her life. You are to present your findings by PowerPoint OR Prezi, and a three-five page research paper. 

Guidelines: 

PowerPoint/Prezi
-Must be at least 10-15 slides of information

-Must have pictures

-Free from any spelling or grammatical errors

Paper
-Three to five pages in length (five being the maximum)

-Must be typed and double spaced

-Must use 12 point type size

-Must include biographical information about your inventor

-Free from any spelling or grammatical errors

-Must have a bibliography

Choice 2: Mural/Collage

A mural is a picture on the wall. A collage is made from objects that are pasted or attached somewhere. You are going to combine both genres into one fantastic, visually appealing piece of art. Since you cannot use a wall, your mural/collage will be created on poster board. You are going to create a mural/collage showing famous African Americans in history. You will print out, cut out, or draw pictures of the famous African Americans you chose, and arrange them on your poster board according to a theme. Examples of themes are: the Civil Rights Movement, the Underground Railroad, the Jazz Age, the Harlem Renaissance or African American leaders, (scientists, writers, inventors, entertainers, musicians or famous women). You will then write a biographical paper, briefly detailing the people you chose.
Mural/Collage Guidelines:

Mural/Collage:

-Must have a theme
-Must chose 5 African Americans who fit your theme
-Must have multiple pictures of each person you chose, and pictures that match your theme

-The pictures you choose and the way you arrange them will make your theme clear 
-Must use poster board or larger paper for this presentation
Paper:

-Must have a biographical paper briefly detailing each person you chose.

-Paper will be 2-4 pages in length (4 pages being the absolute maximum)

-Must be typed, double spaced, and use 12-point type

-Must have a bibliography

-Be prepared to present your mural/collage

Choice 3: African American Calendar: 

You will create a daily calendar of events in African American history. You are to choose one month, and research events in African American history that occurred each day during that month. You will write a brief description of that event, and place it on the corresponding day on your calendar. The calendar should be poster board or science fair board size, and include pictures to make it more visually appealing.

Guidelines:

-Must create a poster board or science fair board sized calendar

-Choose one month and research daily events in African American history

-Provide at least a one-paragraph description of the event, and place it on the day it occurred with the year

-Your description of the event will discuss who was involved, what the event was, and the significance of the event

-Include pictures of events or people

-Staple a bibliography to your calendar of the websites, books, or magazines you used for your research.
