Tests and quizzes:
We will have anywhere from 1 to 3 major tests (100 points) per marking period.  We will have any number of quizzes which can 


range from 10 to 50 points.  All tests will be announced (at least 3 days in advance) and students will be provided a study guide. Quizzes can be unannounced. Tests = 30%, Quizzes = 15% 

Projects/Papers:
We will have a number of projects/papers throughout the course of each marking period. These can range in value from 50-400 points.


Some will be done individually, some with a partner, and some as part of a larger group.  It is important that you work well with members of these teams. Projects = 40%, Papers = 10%
Homework:
When you are given homework, it is my expectation that it will be completed to the best of your ability.  A homework grade of 100 will be given at the start of each marking period. It is your job to maintain the 100 average. Any missed homework assignment will result in the loss of 5 points from your homework grade. Homework = 5%
Current Events: 
It is important as a student of history that you begin to become familiar with the world around you.  This will enable you to gain more of an insight and develop a clearer picture of history.  We will then be able to make connections between what has happened in the past and how it impacts what is happening in the present. Current events are due every two weeks, and must include the article and a one-paragraph summary. Weighted as a Project. 
Class Participation:
This grade will be determined entirely by the effort you put forth in class everyday.  If you come to class prepared, ready to learn, and are actively involved in class discussions, you will earn your participation points. Weighted as Homework. 

Absences:  
If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all of the work missed (i.e. tests and quizzes, homework, class work, and projects). It will be your job to schedule make-up exams with me.  If you fail to hand in the work the day you return, it will be recorded as a zero.
